PETITION AGAINST THE NEW RULES ON INDEFINITE LEAVE TO REMAIN FOR EMPLOYMENT RELATED CATEGORIES

To the House of Commons
The Petition of the British Chinese Community

Declare that we are opposed to the new immigration rules on Indefinite Leave to Remain (ILR) which have changed the length of time required to attain ILR for all UK work-related category visa holders from 4 to 5 years, including with retrospective effect for those who had applied before 3rd April 2006. We believe the rule has a negative impact on existing work-related category visa holders, who were under the impression that they were eligible to apply for ILR in the United Kingdom after 4 years. Many planned their life and their family’s lives around this timetable.

The Petitioners therefore request the House of Commons to urge Her Majesty’s Government to permit all existing work-related category visa holders who held a work-related visa before the 3rd April 2006 to remain eligible to apply for ILR in the UK after 4 years under the previous rules.
